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SECRETARY'S REPORT

Dear Probians,

Greetings to you, your family,
and your friend,

The world economy is
deteriorating due to inflation,
Covid-19 lockdowns, and the
Russian war in Ukraine. There
is no doubt that Fixed Deposit
rates will go up now, which is good news for senior
citizens, but at the same time, commodity rates are
also on the rise. To offset the current inflation era, we
need disciplined and balanced spending. Although
various countries use arms and ammunition to fight
Covid-19, it refuses to be defeated. The only way to
eradicate this enemy from the world is for us to fight
it ourselves.

EC committee meeting took place on Saturday
at Gopalapuram Boys HSS, Conran Smith Road,
Chennai at 10.35 am on Saturday, the 11" of June 2022.
The universal prayer was recited by Pn Ramaraj V.
President welcomed the members and spoke about
the AGM preparedness, three decades of Probus Club,
Annual Book in the Model of Silver Jubilee souvenir
and Family meet. He thanked the sponsors of the
Probuzz Newsletter and the Breakfast meeting.
PF V. Balachander read the June 2022 Treasurer
report. The vote of thanks was proposed by Pn M.
Annadhurai, secretary.

The June month Breakfast meeting was held
on 25" June 2022 at 10.35 am at Russian House,
Auditorium Hall. About fifty-seven members attended
the meeting. The Guest Speaker for the meeting was
Commodore Seshadri Vasan, Indian Navy Retd and
the Topic was “Developments in the Indo pacific
arena and India’s options”. It started with Universal
Prayer rendered by Pn PM Pandian. President
welcomed the Guest Speaker and gatherings. He
mentioned about completion of 30 Years of existence
by the Probus Club, plans for its celebrations, AGM,
and Family Meet. Pn Maala Venkatram introduced
the Guest Speaker. Commodore Seshadri Vasan,
served for 34 years in the Navy including staff
command, and instructional appointments. He
was also the Regional Commander of the Coast
Guard East Region. Chief Staff Officer Operations
of Southern Naval Command, Commanding Officer
of two Naval Air Stations, a naval air squadron and
warships.

He pointed out that the Indo-Pacific region
consists of Australia, Bangladesh, Bhutan, Brunei,
Cambodia, Fiji, India, Indonesia, Japan, Laos,
Malaysia, Maldives, Myanmar, Nepal, New Zealand,
Papua New Guinea, Philippines, Singapore, Sri Lanka,
Taiwan, Thailand, Timor Leste, the United States, and
Vietnam. In his lecture, he stated that the Indian
Ocean is home to major sea routes connecting the
Middle East, Africa, and East Asia with Europe and
the Americas. Among the most critical sea routes in
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the world, (i) these routes facilitate maritime trade
in the Indian Ocean region, (ii) they carry half of the
world's seaborne oil, (iii) they host twenty-three of
the world's top 100 container ports, and (iv) about
12,500 ships pass through each year. There is an
aggressive player in this area, including the South
China Sea, which is China.

In addition, he elaborated on the Galwan clash,
China-Australia relations,and China's Debt Trap policy.
He also mentioned China’s claim to 90% of the South
China Sea, based on a U-shaped nine-dash line etched
on the map in the 1940s by a Chinese geographer.
He said that India is in a very strong position now.
Thereafter, the interactive Q&A session was very
informative and useful. The President distributed
the Birthday Gifts to the Probians of the month,
who participated. Pn Annadhurai, M, the Secretary
rendered the Vote of Thanks with special thanks to
the Guest Speaker and the Breakfast sponsors, viz.,
Pn NR Sampath and Pn ER Lakshmanan, as well as
the sponsor of the June month Probuzz Newsletter,
Pn SV Varadarajan.
