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Children's day event held at Russian house on 22nd November 2025
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Smt. K. P. Janakiammal: The Freedom
Fighter from Tamil Nadu

ndia’s struggle for independence was shaped
by countless courageous individuals, many of
whom remain unsung heroes in history. Among
them is Smt. K. P. Janakiammal, a remarkable
freedom fighter from Tamil Nadu. Her life and
contributions exemplify the spirit of resilience and
patriotism that defined the erq, inspiring future
generations to value liberty and justice.

Smt. K. P. Janakiammal was born in Tamil Nadu
during the early 20th century, a time when the
region was deeply affected by colonial rule.
Raised in a family that valued education and
social service, she developed an early interest
in addressing social injustices.
